· Step 1:  Applicant obtains and fills out application form.  

· Step 2:  Applicant submits application and other required documents to ECDC for review

· Step 3:  Applicant meets with Finance and Commerce Sub-Committee

· Step 4:  Finance and Commerce Sub-Committee presents project to entire ECDC Board* and/or Council Members for Q & A and makes recommendation.  Applicant required to attend meeting.
· Step 5: ECDC recommendation is presented to the City Council** for final action. Applicant re-quired to attend meeting.
*The Enderlin Community Development Committee meets once a month; generally the third Thursday at 12Noon at the City Auditor’s office.

**The Enderlin City Council meets once a month; the first Monday at 7 pm at the City Auditor’s office.
A special meeting for one or both groups may be called if deemed possible or necessary, 

at the discretion of the Committee and/or City Council
Request for appearance:  If the application does not result in a recommendation for approval by the City Council, the ECDC will return the proposal to the individuals concerned.  The applicant may then request an appearance before the City Council within thirty (30) days of the notification that the proposal has been rejected.  The Council may reconsider the proposal after the appearance, and may approve, deny, or approve the application after amendment.
